Pro-Women Allocations Aim at Bridging Gender Gap

The women populace of the country have been included as a vital component of some major social welfare
programmes in the Federal Budget 2009-10. For t he first time in the countr
delivered by a woman - Minister of State for Finance & Economic Affairs Hina Rabbani Khar - that started with the
acknowledgment that without women empowerment, sustainable economic growth is not possible. In her budget
speech, Hina said that targeted and pro-women allocations in the federal budget are aimed at bridging the gap
between men and women in acquiring access to basic services. She said the Planning Commission is running the
gender-mainstreaming project while an engendering budget exercise is also being carried out under the Medium
Term Budgeting Framework in the Finance Ministry. She said the federal budget for the fiscal year 2008-09
showed a hefty increase in budgetary allocations for women specific expenditures, amounting to Rs44.7 billion
compared to Rs7.7 billion during fiscal year 2007-08.

The biggest initiative of social welfare that is expected to benefit women in the form of their registration and
economic empowerment is the Benazir Income Support Programme (BISP) where financial help is released in the
name of the women of the household. Under this programme, during the fiscal year 2008-09, Rs22 billion was
distributed to 1.8 million beneficiaries, but for the fiscal year 2009-10, the allocation has been increased to Rs70
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billion that constitutes more than 200 per cent increase and nearly five million families are expected to benefit
from this enhancement. Plans to relate the BISP with health insurance that will cover hospitalisation, pregnancy,
day care, etc and cash transfer programmes in future is also a positive indication. Again, if women are made part
of the implementation process for the allocation of these facilities, it promises to bring about a positive change in
the overall mindset. The cash transfer programmes will be complemented to promote household independence
via various poverty exit strategies, which can help upgrade the poor beneficiaries to a level of self-sufficiency by
various means including the transition to Conditional Cash Transfers, training and employment of one person per
household and provision of workfare through small public works under a social mobilisation programme initiative.

The announcement for the provision of marriage grant for every worker, irrespective of the number of daughters,
under the Worker Welfare Development Schemes is another step that is directly related to women welfare. The
rate of marriage grant has been increased from Rs50,000 to Rs70,000 per daughter. Some other initiatives for
women include the enhancement of limit for exemption in income tax for salaried women from Rs240,000 to
Rs260,000 while the government has resolved to increase the outreach of the micro-finance service from two
million to three million borrowers, focusing specifically on women. Funds have also been allocated for the

for family planning are among the top priority areas along with primary healthcare and expanded programme of
immunisation with respective allocations of Rs7 billion and Rs6 billion respectively.

In addition to that, the Ministry of Women Development will receive 173 million for its on-going projects, Rs85
million for non-development expenditures and Rs190 million for new projects. The budgetary allocation for new
initiatives include Rs15 million for the establishment of nine women centres in collaboration with Earthquake
Reconstruction and Reconstruction Authority (ERRA) in earthquake affected areas and Rs100 million for the pilot
project of economic empowerment of women. Another Rs55 million will be released for the establishment of 30
women centres in Attock, Chakwal, Gujrat, Jhang, Rahimyar Khan, Bahawalnagar, Layyah, Larkana, Mirpur
Khas, Sukkur, Shahdat Kot, Dadu, Sanghar, Badin, Chitral, Batkhela, Bannu, DI Khan, Haripur, Charsadda,
Mardan, Zhob and Turbat. The total outlay development of the ministry for 2009-10 is Rs363.7 million.

The biggest disappointment, though, has been the education sector where no effective initiative to increase
women literacy is offered that could aim to make them a useful part of the educated human resource, available in

the country.

6,780 Children Victimized in 2008

Executive Director of Sanjog, Sandrine Bayar said that Pakistan had ratified the UN convention on the Rights of
Child and its two optional protocols while it has also adopted the Stockholm Agenda of Action to Combat
Commercial and Sexual Exploitation of Children. There is still a long way to go to obtain a child protection policy
and adequate systems at the country level, she also demanded that civil society, federal and provincial
governments should work together on establishing a relevant legal framework as well as child protection and
rehabilitation syst e nationallStoly &/ritingd abmpetitienion gorst form of &hild abuse
prevalent in society organised by civil society organisation Sanjog, as part of its national media campaign against
worst forms of child abuses, the competition called for true stories on child abuse. The response from the public
was overwhelming. The identity of the writers was not disclosed to the media as per rules. We were expecting not
more than 50 to 70 stories, but we were amazed to see that around 1,000 people contacted us on the issue and
we received almost 600 true stories both in Urdu and English, said Muhammad Khan, Director Gandhara
Services. The tremendous response may point to the campaign being a big success, it also went to reveal the
sorry fact that the society, especially the parents, have failed to perform their basic duty of protecting their
children.

Statistical findings show that only 15 to 20 per cent of cases of child abuse are reported in our country whereas
yearly data collected through media reports and other sources reveal that around 6,780 children became victim of
abuse in 2008 including 4,251 boys and 2,529 girls. According to a survey conducted by another NGO, around 52
per cent of children who study in madaris experience sexual harassment, 28 per cent had complaints of
unpleasant touching and 20 per cent complained of forced sex. In the end Chief guest on the occasion, Minister
for Information and Broadcasting Qamar Zaman Kaira distributed shields among the winners. He called for the
change in social behaviours to eliminate social evils like child abuse from the society. The minister said that the
government was fully committed to implementing laws regarding elimination of all forms of child abuse from the

country.

NGOs Urge NWFP Govt to Set-Up Child Complaints Cells

Government and Non-Government Orgainsations (NGOs), working on child-related issues, have demanded of the
NWFP Government to establish a child complaint cell where children could lodge their complaints against
violation of their rights and injustices done to them. The demand came at a meeting on juvenile justice organized
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by the Society for the Protection of the Rights of
(Juvenile Justice) ljaz Muhammad khan said that the Punjab and Sindh Government had taken the initiative and
established child complaints cells, but NWFP and Balochistan governments have not established these cells yet.

The SPARC Programme Manager stressed the NGOs working on the child rights to make coordinated efforts to
resolve juvenile issues including establishment of borstal institutions, appointment of female probation officers,
release of juvenile prisoners on bail, provision of legal aid, education and medical facilities to them in prisons, and
their age determination issues. Ms . S a ficé said that then Feteurama n
Governemnt had started submission of bail bonds for release of juveniles and their rehabilitation in the skill
impairing centres. She said that the Ministry was also providing shelter to those women whose families did not
accept them after their release from jails. In the shelter houses, such women were also imparted training and

skills.

UNICEF Concerned By Rising Child Labor In Afghanistan
The United Nations Children's Fund (UNICEF) says it is concerned by the growing number of working Afghan
children. UNICEF officials said on June 11 that girls are more likely to be pressured into working than boys
because they have fewer educational opportunities and are under greater social and cultural restrictions. A
UNICEF survey in 2003 showed that one in four Afghan children between seven and 14 is forced to work, and the
number of working children has reportedly increased since then. UNICEF says many Afghan families have no
money to send their children to school and need them to earn money to support the family. Girls also face security
risks as insurgents and others have burned schools and threatened the girls who attend them. UNICEF said it will
offer more financial support and educational opportunities to children. Afghanistan recently signed an international
convention for preventing child labor, which UN officials expect will help reduce the extent of the problem there.

Parliamentary Committee on Constitutional Reforms

In its maiden meeting held at the Parliament House on June 29, the newly-constituted Parliamentary Committee
on Constitutional Reforms (PCCR) elected Mian Raza Rabbani as its Chairman and invited proposals from all
segments of the civil society and bar associations with a timeframe of one month to get maximum input for
bringing the new constitutional amendments to restore the Constitution to its original form. The first formal
meeting was held in a cordial atmosphere and was presided over by newly-elected chairman Raza Rabbani. It
was attended by all the members and approved the rules of procedure. It decided to hold the next meeting on July
28 to kick off the process of deliberations on constitutional reforms. It was also decided that all the meetings of the
committee from July 28 onwards would be held on a daily basis and in camera and only the chairman of the
committee would talk to the media. According to sources, repealing the 17th Amendment, the provincial autonomy
and the implementation on the Charter of Democracy (CoD) are on top of the list of items to be dealt with.

Only a few clauses of the CoD need amendment while majority of the clauses would be implemented through
simple legislation. They said the committee members exchanged their drafts with a view to short-listing them for
consideration on July 28. Rabbani said it was decided to invite suggestions from the civil society, political parties
and bar associations for consideration of the committee within one month on the 17th constitutional Amendment,
the provincial autonomy and the CoD so that their opinion could also be incorporated in the committee proposals
for amendments to the Constitution. Rabbani, who also heads the Parliamentary Committee on National Security,
told that the committee also sought proposals from all the parliamentary parties. Rabbani said parliament placed
the responsibility on the members of the committee and now they will prove that politicians have the capability to
rise to the occasion. AfWe accept the challenge and

NA Refers 8 Private Bills to Standing Committees

The National Assembly on June 30 referred as many as eight private members bills including proposed legislation
against heinous crime of acid throwing and legislation on children rights to its standing committees for further
deliberations. PML-Q member Marvi Memon moved two bills tagged as Anti Terrorism (Amendment) Act, 2009
and the Code of Civil Procedure (Amendment) Act, 2009 focusing on acid burn victims. The draft bill to further
amend Anti Terrorism Act, 1997 seeks to bring the trial of perpetrators involved in acid throwing under the preview
of anti-terrorist courts. The other draft bill she moved proposed that courts should take into consideration the
period of litigation and amount of financial losses faced by the aggrieved party in burn victim cases, and grant
compensatory cost according to the circumstances of each case. Her third draft bill calling for life imprisonment
and a penalty of Rs 500,000 to those involved in defacing or removing figures of human body was deferred after
Parliamentary Affairs Minister Babar Awan raised technical issues including sharia provisions. The government
did not oppose her ot her bill related to violence
imprisonment to those who contract second marriage after concealing the first one. The government opposed two
out of three bills moved by Yasmeen Rehman of the ruling PPP. She moved the draft Rights of Juvenile
Offenders Bill 2009 to set up special courts to dispose of the cases of children speedily, besides providing better
health and education facilities to juvenile prisoners. The bill was referred to the standing committee concerned.

WB Approves $900m for Social Sector Projects

areas. A separate amount of $350 million will support the education reform programme of the Punjab government,
designed to improve access, quality and governance in education. The bank also approved $300 million to

support the government of Sindhdéds education reform p

support to education in Sindh and is designed with an increased focus on performance results. The project will
support t he gover nme-teim educatios sectar heforsn pnogeadhimey mhich aims to increase
school participation, reduce gender and rural-urban disparities, increase progression and improve the
measurement of student learning. Disbursements will be based on the achievement of pre-specified results,
defined as disbursement-linked indicators, which reflect implementation performance indicators critical to the
achievement of the pr oj e mntingb, theeprogedt wilh sugortt the pravincad edecation
support reform programme, which aims to: (i) enhance fiscal sustainability and the effectiveness of public
expenditures including in education; (ii) enhance the quality of school education; (i) improve and expand access
through improvements in school participation and completion rates and reduction in gender and regional
disparities; and (iv) strengthen school management and governance in the education sector.

Federally Administered Tribal Areas (FATA)

Extension of Political Parties Act to FATA Demanded

Senior level leadership of 10 major political parties unanimously called for the immediate extension of the Political
Parties Act along with major changes to the Frontier Crimes Regulation (FCR) and a number of other reforms to
mainstream FATA.

During a daylong discussion at a roundtable forum, the political leaders emphatically agreed that political reforms

were fundamental for sustainable peace, and development decisions that reflect the genuine needs of the people

of FATAAThe roundtabl e f or uFATAo n M6 Ma h g s F o e & thd §atioaal Democtecd b
Institute (NDI) was a follow up to earlier roundtables with approximately 300 tribal representatives from all
agencies of FATA. The political parties mainly supported their recommendations to democratise and mainstream

the system of governance and justice in FATA. The parties participating in the roundtable included PPP, PML-N,
PML-Q, ANP, MQM, JUI-F, National Party, Pashtunkhaw Milli Awami Party, JI and PPP-S.

The participants said that it was the right time for people of FATA to be treated as equal citizens of Pakistan.
Representatives of all 10 parties agreed that the Parliament should immediately pass a resolution to extend the
Political Parties Act to FATA which would create new opportunities for its residents to engage in mainstream party
politics like the rest of the country.

The parties also called for the establishment of FATA councils elected on an adult franchise basis and that the
civil administration should be accountable to the councils for a more transparent system of governance. Options
regarding the status of FATA were also discussed with most parties supporting representation of FATA in the
NWFP Assembly.

The parties agreed that the FCR should be replaced or heavily amended to bring it in line with the Constitution of
Pakistan and international norms of justice including safeguards for fundamental rights. They also called for
extending the jurisdiction of the Supreme Court and High Court to FATA in order to grant right of appeal to
disputing parties. The parties also supported the tribal representativesyq
levies as a regular force should be equipped with sufficient training, modern equipment and handsome packages
as a way to maintain law and order. They recommended that government prepare a post conflict strategy for
dialogue, development and maintenance of law and order. In his presentation of the recommendations from tribal
representatives Shaheed Bhutto Foundation Board memben
into consideration what the people of FATA want for themselves and what will be acceptable to them. He added
that consensus among all the parties is key to implementing the reforms because the government alone cannot
resolve the current crisis. PPP Secretary General Senator Jahangir Bader said that socio-economic development
along with the political reforms should be part of the strategy on FATA. ANP President for NWFP Senator
Afrasiab Khattak said that FATA should not be ruled directly by the president but it should be governed through
the parliament.

Chief Minister of NWFP Sardar Mehtab Ahmed Khan Abbasi said that all reforms in FATA should be in line with
the democratic system of governance. PML-Q leader Saleem Saifullah Khan advocated a regional approach with
immediate actions involving Afghanistan, India and Iran. PKMAP leader Senator Abdul Rahim Mandokhel said
that terrorist strongholds in FATA should be eliminated and reforms should be undertaken in view of the traditions
and customs of the tribal society. National Party Vice President Senator Hasil Bizanjo supported the inclusion of
FATA in the NWFP and said that consensus among the political parties and civil society was required in order to

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Budget 2009-10

Federal Budget

Following are the salient features of the budget2009-10 the government announced on June 13 with a total outlay
of Rs. 2.482 trillion, showing an increase of 23.5% over the budget estimates of 2008-09. The other salient
features of the budget 2009-10 are as under:

a) The resource availability during 2009-10 has been estimated at Rs 2318 billion against Rs 1836 bhillion in the
budget estimates of 2008-09.

b) Net revenue receipts for 2009-10 have been estimated at Rs 1372 billion indicating an increase of 23.5% over
the budget estimates of 2008-09.

¢) The provincial share in federal revenue receipts is estimated at Rs 655 billion during 2009-10 which is 15.3%
higher than the budget estimates for 2008-09.

d) The capital receipts (net) for 2009-10 have been estimated at Rs 191 billion against the budget estimates of Rs
221 billion in 2008-09.

e) The external receipts in 2009-10 are estimated at Rs 510 billion. This shows an increase of 70% over the
budget estimates for 2008-09.

f) The overall expenditure during 2009-10 has been estimated at Rs 2482 billion of which the current expenditure
is Rs 1699 billion and development expenditure at Rs 803 billion. Current expenditure shows an increase of 3.5%
over the revised estimates of 2008-09, while development expenditure will increase by 68.1% in 2009-10 over the
revised estimates of 2008-09

g) The share of current expenditure in total budgetary outlay for 2009-10 is 68.5% as compared to 79% in revised
estimates for 2008-09. h) The expenditure on General Public Services (inclusive of debt servicing transfer

National Assembly Passes Federal Budget 2009
The National Assembly passed the Finance Bill (federal budget) for 2009-10, on June 25, with a number of
amendments. The Rs2.9 trillion budget incorporates measures, including a 20 per cent increase in the salary of
Grade 1-16 government employees and a similar raise for pensioners who retired 10 years ago. Some taxes,
which were proposed in the budget, including a carbon tax of Rs6 per kg on CNG, 20 paisa tax on SMS and 16
per cent General Sales Tax on newsprint, have been withdrawn. The House also passed 124 demands for grants
of over Rs173 billion for 2008-09. Minister of State for Finance Hina Rabbani Khar also tabled Rs2,079 billion
supplementary charged expenditures for the current financial year. Prime Minister Yousuf Raza Gilani praised
both sides ofthe Hous e f or passing the budget and announced
for employees of supporting departments, including the Intelligence Bureau, PIA, Railways, Wapda and banks,
who worked during the budget session. Minister for Labour and Manpower Syed Khurshid Shah said the passage
of budget was reflective of unity of political forces and expressed the hope that it would strengthen democracy.
PML-N chief whip Sheikh Aftab Ahmed and PML-Q leader Riaz Hussain Pirzada said the opposition cooperated
in the passage of budget to establish new democratic traditions.

Punjab Budget

Punjab Budget Presented

Punjab Finance Minister Tanvir Ashraf Kaira presented a Rs 489.8 billion provincial budget for the fiscal year
2009-10, carrying a revenue surplus of Rs 108.638 billion but resource shortfall of Rs 26.25 billion to finance an
ambitious Rs 175 billion annual development programme. Though the budget imposed no new taxes, it is
deceptive as no explanation has been provided by the minister on the funding he intends to raise for the shortfall
of resources for the development budget.

According to the budget estimates, the general revenue receipts of the Punjab government in 2009-10 are
estimated at Rs 423.511 billion while the revenue expenditure, including pro-poor subsidies, is expected to be
Rs 314.874 billion. With a net revenue surplus of Rs 108.638 billion, the Punjab government expects to generate
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Rs 25.976 billion from the current capital budget and Rs 1,106 billion from Public Account to increase the total
surplus available with the Punjab governmentto Rs 135.721 billion. The budget document states that some of the
shortfall for the ADP would be covered by Rs 2.558 billion federal grant and Rs 10.471 billion from foreign project
assistance that would increase the resources to Rs 175 billion ADP. There is no explanation about arrangement
of the shortfall of Rs 26.250 billion.

Experts point out that the resource gap is so large that it could not be bridged from the savings on current
expenditures. The State Bank is unlikely to provide overdraft to the Punjab government for this purpose and credit
from commercial banks would pose problems for the provincial government that is already carrying a huge
commercial debt on account of wheat purchases.

The Punjabds share in the Feder al Divisible Pool i s e
received this fiscal. According to original estimates, the Punjab was to get Rs 284.638 billion as federal transfers
in2007-08. Any shortfall in targeted federal tax revedue:

as happened this fiscal. The straight transfers from the federal government would be Rs 4.625 billion while the
federal grants are expected to be Rs 11.122 billion (hopefully in addition to Rs 2.558 billion grant already
mentioned). The provincial tax revenue is targeted to be Rs 49.647 billion while the non-tax revenue is estimated
at Rs 37.093 billion.

The provincial finance minister announced the establishment of the Punjab Board of Revenue on the pattern of
the Federal Board of Revenue to streamline the tax collection system. The Punjab government has earmarked Rs
30 billion subsidy on Sasti Roti Scheme, provision of edibles, relief to the poor, health facilities to the masses
and provision of stipend to intelligent but poor students. The funding for food support scheme has been
increased by Rs 3.2 billion to Rs 16.2 billion that includes Rs 2 billion to provide training and working capital to
the unemployed youth. The Punjab government expects to generate Rs 13 billion through the sale of the
government property in the next fiscal though it failed to generate any amount from land sales in the current fiscal
against a target of over Rs 15 billion. Kaira announced various measures for the uplift of agriculture, health and
educational facilities for the poor, including the allocation of Rs 2.3 billion for TEVTA, for imparting skill training

Sindh Budget

Rs 16.80billion Deficit Sindh Budget Presented

The Sindh government unveiled the provincial budget for the fiscal 2009-10, on June 15, to the tune of over Rs
327 billion with a deficit of Rs 16.80 billion. Chief Minister Syed Qaim Ali Shah presented the provincial budget in
Sindh assembly. Earlier, the provincial cabinet met with chief minister in the chair to approve the budget, in which
a sum of record Rs 90 billion has been earmarked for development purposes during the next fiscal.

Salient features of the budget are as following:
A The total volume of the Annual Development Programme (ADP) will be RS 113 billion this year as
compared to Rs 67 billion last year registering an increase of RS 46 billion. Out of these Rs 113 billion,
RS 75 billion has been earmarked for provincial development projects, while Rs.15 billion have been
apportioned for district governments.

A Estimated revenue receipts from divisible pool including grant-in-aid are RS 125 billion with 12 .7 per
cent increase as against 2008-09. The estimates under oil and gas receipts are RS 50 billion with 6 per
cent decrease that c ur rteeafi Rs 53.4 hiltiod.sOverak fedesletdinsferss ard
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estimated at Rs. 204.6 billion as compared to revised estimates of Rs 183.2 billion, while Provincial Own
Receipts have been pitched at RS 39 billion with an increase of over 29 per cent as against the previous
fiscal year.

On the expenditure side, the current revenue expenditure has been estimated at RS 213.4 billion with an
increase of over 15 per cent over the revised estimates of Rs 185 billion, while the current capital budget
has a surplus of Rs 5.4 billion as the provincial government expects budget support loans from the World
Bank, and the Asian Development Bank.

The shares of |local governments have been worked out to be Rs 94.4 billion with an increase of 21 per
cent over the fiscal year 2008-09.

About Rs 24.2 hillion have been allocated for law and order with an increase of 11 per cent as compared
to previous fiscal year. The budget Rs 1.2 billion for procurement of latest equipment for the law enforcing
agencies The provincial government intends to recruit 5000 new policemen in the province during current
fiscal, while 1000 police personnel are being trained and provided incentives for establishing a rapid
response force, which can respond to terrorist activities. It plans to disburse Rs 400 million on E-policing
during the current fiscal.

Amounts of Rs 6 billion, and RS 5.23 billion have been earmarked for education and health sectors
respectively. A sum of RS 200 million has been apportioned for the displaced persons from Swat and
adjoining districts under a disaster management fund, which will be built up to Rs one billion gradually.

The Sindh government plans to distribute land among landless Haris with a cost of 160 million during
the current fiscal. More than 60 percent of the beneficiaries have also received support package of seed
and fertilizer at the rate of 14000 for 4 acres.

Some 41000 youths will be trained under Benazir Youth Development Programme, while 22000 news
jobs will be created through public service commission. The chief minister said that the Sindh

Sheheed Benazir Bhutto.

A sum of RS 15 billion will be spent on social protection programmes, while under th

poor o programme, different pilot projects in coll
and lands have been earmarked in this connection in Thatta, Badin, Hyderabad, Khairpur, Benazirabad,
Sukkur, Karachi, and Larkana.

Mr Shah said that 500,000 poor women would be provided income support under Benazir Women
Support Programme, and a sum of RS 4 billion has been allocated for this purpose.

The government is going to set up an anti-encroachment directorate, which will have an enforcement
force to tackle the rising menace of land grabbing in Karachi and elsewhere. A sum of RS 197 has been
apportioned for the proposed directorate.

Around 921 million will be spent on computerization of land records in the province.

A sum of Rs 897 million has been allocated for jail reforms, of which Rs 300 million will be spent for
setting up jail pl atoons and a separate court pol
RS 25 million each will be spent on procurement of medicines, and bedding and furniture respectively.
Dietary charges for prisoners have been increased from RS 37 per prisoner per day to RS 75 per prisoner

per day.

The government has allocated Rs 300 million for strengthening of nursing and paramedical institutes in
the province in collaboration with private sector.

Under school rehabilitation programme, over 6000 schools have been provided with missing facilities
and for current year, the government has earmarked RS 2.5 billion, which will be disbursed under district
governments on the basis of performance, for the said purpose.

No New Tax in Rs 214b NWFP Budget

Amid token wal kout by the O6N6 and 6Qd6 faction of th
in the budget speech, the NWFP Senior Minister Rahimdad Khan presented Rs.214.2 billion tax free budget in the
provincial assembly for the year 2009-10, with deficit of Rs.3.1 billion and massive reliance on federal grants in
the absence of any new levies.

The development program is consisted of Rs.51.15 billion showing 23 percent increase over the outgoing fiscal.
Though no new tax has been imposed in the budget 2009-10 but certain slight upward changes have been made
in the provincial taxes to generate much needed revenue for the cash stricken kitty. The Senior Minister
expressed strong reservation of his government over non payment of net hydle profit to the province by the
federal government and complained that no progress has been made to settle dispute that was creating fiscal
problems for the frontier province. With only 13 days to go more in the current fiscal, the NWFP Government yet
to receive Rs.2.5 billion of the capped amount of Rs.6 billion net hydel profit. The province has received Rs.3.5
billion tild!l date from the federal g oV er n nsdan 200910 stoed
at Rs.7.537 billion while the rest would come from the federation.

The total expenditures for the year 2009-10 have been estimated at 214.1 billion while the total revenue
receipts is Rs.211.11 billion showing a deficit of Rs.3.11 billion. Heavy dependence on the federal government
could land the provincial government in difficult situation if these grants are suspended or delayed for one reason
or the other. The NWFP Government which received unprecedented influx of the internally displaced people that
surged to around 3.9 million in the down districts in the wake of operation against militants in Malakand Division
has proposed allocation of Rs.2 billion for their rehabilitation in the budget documents 2009-10. No new tax has
been imposed by the government in the budget. The revenue to be received during 2009-10, amounted to
Rs.67.8 billion under federal tax assignment, Rs.7.9 billion from GST on sales tax, Rs.7.549 billion straight
transfers from the federal government, Rs.2.14 billion on GST on Services (Provincial), Rs.14.88 billion special
grants, Rs.7.537 provincial own receipts, Rs.6 billion profit from hyder power generation. The province is
expected to receive Rs.400 million under the head of general capital receipts, Rs.17.1 billion expected from the
development income that included Rs.574 million population welfare program, Rs.10.050 billion special
development federal grants and Rs.6.64 billion foreign project assistance.

For the current fiscal, the province has been paid Rs.3.5 billion net hydel profit so far and due to less payment the
province was facing financial difficulties. The Chief Minister leading the provincial cabinet had a meeting with
Prime Minister in September 2008 wherein financial problems of the provinces were brought in his notice.

The federal and provincial government have launched production bonus scheme in districts where oil and gas
was produced. The income to be generated under it would be spent on the welfare of these districts. He said that
NWFP government has received Rs.15 million as production bonus during from the federal government during
current fiscal which has been shifted to the respective districts.
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Senior Minister Rahimdad Khan said the Rs.50 million have been allocated for Abdul Wali Khan University
(AWKU) in the budget 2009-10. In pursuance of the directives of Higher Education Commission the Provincial
Assembly would purchase land for Abdul Wali Khan University for which Rs.235 million has been earmarked in
the budget 2009-10, he added. He said that the university would play a pivotal role in spreading education in the
area and would lesson financial burden on the students in district Mardan and adjacent areas, who had to travel
to Peshawar and far flung areas to get higher education. Moreover, he continued that Rs.700 million has been
allocated to provide scholarships to brilliant female students, who are studying in public sector schools.

Balochistan Budget

Balochistan Presents Rs71.6 billion Budget
The government of Nawab Aslam Raisani in Balochistan on June 20 presented before the provincial assembly its
second tax-free, revenue surplus budget for the fiscal 2009-10 having a total outlay of Rs71.617 billion, including
a record development package of Rs18.536 billion.

A The major initiatives proposed in the budget include increase in food subsidy (on wheat) to Rs1 billion
from Rs600 million for the current year and continuation of the annual subsidy of Rs2 billion for agriculture
tube wells for another year.

A In order to provide relief to pensioners, the government announced to raise minimum pension to
Rs1000 from Rs150 and to Rs2000 from Rs300. That will cost the provincial kitty an additional amount of
Rs400 million a year. In addition, the government employees and pensioners will receive the 15 per cent
ad hoc increase in their salaries and pensions in line with a federal decision.

A The government announced to separate the levies force from police in phases, saying the matter of
increase in the salaries of police is already been taken up with the federal government.

A The provincial government has transferred a sum of Rs22 billion, including 2.5 per cent GST, to the local
governments under the Provincial Finance Commission award.

A The budget proposals project the total revenue receipts for the next fiscal to be around Rs59.054 billion
and expenditure at Rs53.081 billion, showing a surplus of Rs5.972 billion. The provincial government
expects to receive Rs55.408 billion from the federal government and raise Rs3.646 billion from provincial
own tax receipts of Rs1.133 billion and non-tax receipts of Rs2.513 billion. The federal transfers to
Balochistan next year will include Rs29.205 billion as its share in the federal divisible tax pool, Rs13.975
billion as subvention, Rs5.633 billion as surcharge on gas, Rs1.371 billion as excise duty on gas, Rs4.443
billion as gas royalty, and Rs780 million as its share from 2.5 per cent GST. The revenue income
estimates do not include the special grant of Rs3 billion announced by the prime minister for Balochistan.
Officials say the money will be shown as part of the provincial income in the supplementary budget for the
next year on receipt of the committed amount. The major revenue expenditure include Rs5.558 billion for
law and order and police, Rs5.174 billion for social services, Rs5.683 billion for economic
servicesRs1.742 billion for debt servicing, Rs10.132 billion for general administration, and Rs1.791 billion
for community services. Separately, the provincial capital account is projected to incur as a deficit of
Rs943 million as capital expenditure (repayment of central loans and loans and advances for the
provincial employees and institutions) is estimated to be around Rs2.629 billion against an income (fresh
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debt and recoveries of loans) of Rs1.685 billion. The capital account deficit will be financed from the
revenue surplus, slashing the net budgetary surplus for the next year to Rs5.029 billion.

8,000 Election Observers to be Mobilized

More than eight thousand Afghans will be trained as observers for the forthcoming Presidential and Provincial
Council elections on 20 August. It's not only the Independent Election Commission (IEC) and its staff who are
busy ahead of polling day. Jandad Spinghar is running the "other half" of the election process: observation. In
August, Mr Spinghar's office, the Free and Fair Election Foundation of Afghanistan (FEFA) that normally has only
about 20 staff, is going to be one of the biggest organizations in the country observing the elections, employing
about 8,000 people. Mr Spinghar said that we will be able to cover about 70 per cent of all polling stations. He
added that ensuring the observer presence in the remaining 30 per cent would be next to impossible due to
security reasons. There will be about 29,000 polling stations in the 34 provinces across the country. FEFA,
supported by various international organizations including the election project of the United Nations Development
Programme (UNDP/ELECT), is the single largest civil society organization in Afghanistan that is dedicated to
election observation. It also conducted observation of the 2004/05 elections. Of the 8,000 observers, 400 will be
long-term observers working with FEFA for about a month and the rest will be short-term observers working for
just 10 days. While FEFA itself recruits the full-time observers, the short-term observers will be recruited by its 15
partner organizations spread across the country. Mr Spinghar said that though the presence of international
observers is very critical for elections in Afghanistan, the security situation in the country may not allow effective
international observation.

The European Union (EU), among other international bodies, is going to send an election observation mission to
Afghanistan. The most senior UN official in Afghanistan, Kai Eide told NATO Defence Ministers on 12 June that
the UN is expecting "election observers and experts" from the EU and the Organization for Security and
Cooperation in Europe (OSCE). FEFA mobilized the same number of observers in the 2004/05 elections. Mr
Spinghar cites security reasons for mobilizing the same number of observers even though the number of

registered voters has gone up to about 17 million from about 11.5 million in 2005.

18 Candidates Warn to Boycott Afghan Presidential Elections
Eighteen presidential candidates warned of boycotting the upcoming elections if their concerns at lack of
transparency and security were not addressed. Flanked by their running mates, the aspirants told that they were
determined to prevent the use of unfair means during the poll process at all costs. Bashir Ahmad Bezhan said:
"We will use other means and ask the people to stage peaceful rallies against the lack of transparency in the
elections." The current situation reflected the lack of transparency which would once again end up in the
establishment of another failed government in Afghanistan, he warned. Bezhan and three others hopefuls have
been blamed by Afghanistan's Independent Election Commission for violating the poll law by not declaring their
assets in time. Without naming anyone, the commission also assailed some governors and officials for supporting
their favourites. Habib Mangal, speaking to reporters, expressed concerns over inadequate security for aspirants.
He condemned the Interior Ministry for its failure to keep its promises. The Interior Ministry had promised each
candidate would have two vehicles and 20 police guards, but it decreased the number of vehicles to one and
guards to 10, he alleged. However, Interior Ministry spokesman Zmaray Bashari told Pajhwok Afghan News the
ministry still clung to its pledge. The guards introduced by candidates to the ministry were under training, he
added. Pending the training, ministry provided 10 policemen to each contender, Bashari concluded.

Political Uncertainty in Nepal

Nepalese Post-Maoist Govt Falters

Two weeks after Nepal swore in a new Prime Minister following the fall of the Maoist government, analysts say
the ruling coalition is looking decidedly shaky as it struggles to form a cabinet. Maoist Chief Pushpa Kamal Dahal
T known as Prachanda i plunged the world's newest republic into chaos in May when he resigned as Prime
Minister just eight months into the job following a failed bid to fire the head of the army.

Cabinet formation: A group of rival parties led by the centre-left UML i the third-largest party in parliament i
agreed to form a new ruling coalition, but have failed to agree on cabinet positions amid fierce political infighting.

On June 5, one of the coalition partners withdrew its support, further weakening the already fragile grouping.

The wrangling for the ministerial berths in parties h
Prachanda and his fellow guerrillas fought against the army in a bloody civil war before emerging as the surprise
winners of a 2007 general election with more than a third of the seats in parliament. However, he resigned as
Prime Minister after Nepal's president blocked his government's efforts to sack the head of the army, General
Rookmangud Katawal. The row between Prachanda's government and Katawal was centred on the fate of 19,000
former Mauoist rebel fighters, who are currently confined to United Nations-supervised camps. Prachanda
demanded that they be integrated into the national army to cement the peace process but the army refused,
saying the guerrillas could never become non-partisan soldiers. The current political uncertainty has cast a
shadow over the fragile peace process launched when the 10-year civil war ended in 2006.

Rhoderick Chalmers, Nepal Country Director for the International Crisis Group (ICG) said the process was close
to collapse. Consensus was the key for all the parties, including the Maoists, to move forward. In order to take the
peace process forward, the first thing parties should do is to rebuild consensus. A key task is the drafting of a new
constitution after the 2008 abolition of the Himalayan nation's 239-year-old monarchy. But the process is already
well behind schedule, and few now believe the government can meet its May 2010 deadline.
